Introduction to the Intergenerational Project and the Three Participants: Valerie Stilson, 
Rebecca DeGeorge, Chris Asimos 
 
Chair Asimos and Valerie Stilson reported on the program and outcome of an intergenerational 
pilot project that involved the Marin Villages and the Dominican University students who were 
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taking an ethics class.  The students were paired with older adults and there were 18 pairs.  
They were in contact weekly by either Skype, Zoom or telephone.  The primary goal was to 
gain an understanding of what it is to be an older adult and to gain some insight into how older 
adults experience healthcare.  The class began at the end of August and ended in the middle of 
December.  The feedback received from both the students and the older adults was interesting.
